parties further stipulate and agree that the time from February 8, 2021, to March 8, 2021, should be
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excluded under Federal Rule of Criminal Procedure 5.1 and the Speedy Trial Act. The government has
made an initial production of discovery, which defense counsel is reviewing. For these reasons, the
parties stipulate and agree that excluding time until March 8, 2021, will allow for the effective
preparation of counsel. See 18 U.S.C. § 3161(h)(7)(B)(iv); FRCP 5.1(c) and (d). The parties further
stipulate and agree that the ends of justice served by excluding time through March 8, 2021, from
computation under the Speedy Trial Act and Federal Rule of Criminal Procedure 5.1(c) and (d)
outweigh the best interests of the public and the defendant in a speedy trial. 18 U.S.C. §8
3161(h)(7)(A), (B)(iv).

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PROPOSED ORDER

Based upon the representations of counsel and for good cause shown, the Court continues the
preliminary hearing in this matter from February 8, 2021, to March 8, 2021, at 10:30am. The Court
finds that failing to exclude the time through March 8, 2021 would unreasonably deny defense counsel
and the defendant the reasonable time necessary for effective preparation, taking into account the
exercise of due diligence. 18 U.S.C. 83161(h)(7)(B)(iv). The Court further finds that the ends of justice
served by excluding the time through March 8, 2021, from computation under the Speedy Trial Act and
Federal Rule of Criminal Procedure 5.1(c) and (d) outweighs the best interests of the public and the
defendant in a speedy trial. Therefore, and with the consent of the parties, IT ISHEREBY ORDERED
that time from February 8, 2021, to March 8, 2021, shall be excluded from computation under the
Speedy Trial Act and Federal Rule of Criminal Procedure 5.1(c) and (d). 18 U.S.C. 88 3161(h)(7)(A),
